— Level 2 Umpire Accreditation:
Information Sheet and Registration Form (L2UA1) —
Level 2 umpires are qualiﬁed to umpire club and representative games up to and including the x (enter the type of competition).  
Qualifying criteria:
Candidate Level 2 umpires are required to successfully complete the Level 2 Umpire Fitness Test (XXX name the type of test).
• Candidate Level 2 Umpires will be currently active Level 1 Umpires.
• Nominations for candidate Level 2 Umpires shall be submitted from the club or XXX (enter the name of local / area) Hockey Association to the XXX (enter the name of region or state) Hockey Association.
