— Young Player Umpire Accreditation: 
Information for Schools / Course Leaders / Coaches (YPUA1) —
What’s it about?
The Young Player Umpire Accreditation is based on Mini Hockey (the 7-a-side hockey game). It’s about young people learning the Rules in a fun environment, developing their conﬁdence and building an understanding of the role of the hockey umpire and then taking up the challenge to blow the whistle in a Mini Hockey game. 
How does it work?
There are 3 levels to the Young Player Umpire Accreditation. They are:
• Bronze
• Silver
• Gold
What are they exactly?
• Bronze
This is the ﬁrst level.  It involves a 1½ hours classroom session where the young umpires are led   through the Rules of Mini Hockey and the role of the umpires. 
•Silver Level
Now is the time to put their new skills and knowledge to the test! There are 2 parts to the silver level.
• Silver Part 1 is on the hockey pitch and it involves 30 minutes of practical demonstrations. You as the Teacher / Course Leader / Coach will point out and explain all of the pitch markings, demonstrate positioning at set pieces (penalty corners, corners and penalty strokes) and mobility in open play and explain how umpires work together as a team. The young umpires will practise these skills and positions throughout the session.
• Silver Part 2 involves returning to the classroom and completing a 30-minute examination paper. The exam is fun, it’s not difﬁcult and it will take you (Teacher / Course Leader / Coach) no time to mark it.  An answer paper is supplied in the tutor pack. The pass mark for this examination paper is 15 out of a possible 20.
• Gold
This is the ultimate level of the Young Player Umpire Accreditation. This is where their skills are pulled together and they umpire their ﬁrst full game of Mini Hockey.  The game will be in two halves (12 minutes each half). They will umpire with a friend; preferably another young umpire on the Course and be supervised and assessed by the Teacher / Course Leader / Coach who will be at the side of the pitch throughout the game.
They are required to demonstrate an understanding and application of the Rules and the play, to be mobile, and to work as a team with the other umpire (there are 2 in each game), making accurate decisions and awarding appropriate penalties when required, while concentrating at all times.
And when all of that is done?
When you and they have completed all 3 levels of the Course. You need to collect in the completed Course Completion and Parental Consent Forms (each umpire has a form to tick off and return to you for signature) and when that’s done you present them with their Young Player Umpire Accreditation Badges, Certiﬁcates and whistles.
Other important information – your questions answered

What qualiﬁcation / experience does the Course Leader need?
You must be qualiﬁed in at least one of the following areas to lead a Course
• Accredited Hockey Coach  (Level 1 or above)
• Accredited Hockey Umpire  (Level 1 or above)
• Accredited Umpire Coach  (Level 1 or above)
• Teacher with appropriate hockey experience
What facilities are required?
• A classroom
• A changing room
• A Mini Hockey pitch
• A series of games of Mini Hockey (12 minutes each way) for assessment purposes
Where do I get the Resource Packs?
Contact the XXX (Name of NA) at XXX (e-mail or telephone number).  Ask for a Course Registration Form (it can be posted, e-mailed or sent by fax to you); complete the details and send it back.  Your resources will be despatched within 15 working days (so you will need to plan ahead).
How much does a pack cost?
Each Young Player Umpire Accreditation pack is subsidised and therefore, inclusive of the badge, certiﬁcate and whistle it will cost only XXX. As the Course Leader you may, in order to offset your expenses, choose to sell the Course for a little more, but please note, XXX (name of NA) will not support any Course where the young participants are asked for more than XXX (cost) each. 
When do I pay and who do I pay?

• A Mini Hockey Rules book
• An examination paper
• A Course Completion Form
• A whistle
• A certiﬁcate (for successful candidates only)
• A badge

Each Course Leader receives a copy of the Mini Hockey Rules book, a set of overhead slides and a copy of the Guidance for Course Tutors Paper (plus all the resources for the young umpires).
And when it’s all ﬁnished?
Send the Course Completion Forms back into XXX (name of NA) and look forward to planning your next one!
