An example could be: A ball that is just outside the circle is played by an attacker.  It enters the circle at speed and deﬂects off a defender’s stick and into the goal. The umpire signals a goal and immediately the defence object. The umpire realises he has made a mistake because the ball has not been touched by an attacker while it was in the circle. He quickly checks with his colleague. He changes the decision to a corner.

	The controlling umpire should stand approximately 3m behind and to the right of the taker- The assisting umpire should stand on the back-line on the left hand side of the goal (when facing it) approximately 8m from the near post.

	Stop time and consult with the assisting umpire.  Ask him if he had a clear view of the incident and if he agrees that the ball struck an attackers’ foot prior to entering the goal. If he did -  reverse the decision and award a free hit to the defence.  If he saw nothing, the controlling umpire must speedily base their decision on their own judgement having given due consideration to the appeal of the players involved.

	Any of the following: Whistle, spare whistle, warning cards, pen or pencil, string or tape, score-pad/card, knife or scissors, Rules book etc.
