Level 1 Umpires are qualiﬁed to umpire club hockey up to and including the local / area leagues.  
Qualifying Criteria:

	Candidate Level 1 umpires are required to successfully demonstrate a good level of ﬁtness.

	Nominations for Candidate Level 1 umpires shall be submitted from the hockey club to the local hockey ofﬁce.


Note:
No nomination shall be submitted until the candidate has registered to attend a Level 1 Umpires Course. 
Assessment Procedure:
	•
	The candidate umpire is required to attend a Level 1 Umpires Course and successfully complete the Level 1 Umpire Examination paper.

	•
	The candidate umpire is required to complete a minimum of 3 practice games prior to being appointed to an assessment game. 

	•
	The candidate umpire will be appointed to a local competitive club game by the local hockey administrator. The administrator will also appoint the Assessor. The Assessor will be qualiﬁed in one or more of the following areas:


• An appointed Level 1 or Level 2 Umpire Coach.
• An appointed Umpire Selector/Assessor.
Note:
If the appointed assessor is not satisﬁed with the performance of the umpire, one of the following recommendations shall apply:
• Further practice required –not successful.
• A 2nd assessment to be made in X weeks time as insufﬁcient evidence demonstrated in this game.
Registration Procedure:
Following the successful completion of all 3 areas of the Level 1 Umpire Award, the umpire will be registered and the accreditation will be issued. The Assessor is responsible for submitting the Registration Form to the local hockey ofﬁce.
Upon receipt of the Form, the hockey ofﬁce will send the umpire a certiﬁcate and a letter conﬁrming the accreditation.
Maintenance:
