Green Card Jong Hyun Jang (KOR) for stick obstruction
KOR have even share of play now and look more dangerous moving forward

ESP on counter attack and overhead into circle is allowed to pass by KOR
goalkeeper Doo Pyo Hong

Runner blocks Jong Hyun Jang's flick. Ball rebounds to the sideline
KOR PC. Stick obstruction by ESP inside the circle

Jong Hyun Jang (KOR) goes on a good run through the ESP midfield but his final
pass near the ESP circle is astray, relieving the pressure

Most of the posssession and all of the territorial advantage rests with ESP,
although KOR have now started to string passes together

ESP on top, with their defensive line looking solid once again

First chance to ESP but Pepe Borrell's shot hits the outside of the side netting.
KOR allowed Borrell too much space in their defensive circle

Both KOR and ESP got off to winning starts yesterday but in vastly different
circumstances. KOR demolished MEX while ESP struggled before overcoming
ENG. A tough match is expected this afternoon
