More controlled 2nd half from AUS but after 
getting two goals ahead, they conceded a careless goal to give PAK a chance. 
AUS now will take maximum points into next phase 

69:29 Free hit relieves pressure AUS. They are in no hurry to take it 

68:38 Abassi with chance but Creese dives and jumps in front of the ball. Ball bobbled 
to Abassi on the left post but Creese arrived to save AUS 

68:15 PAK free hit on edge of circle 

67:47 Creese saves the high flick easily. AUS keeper is playing very well 

66:46 PAK PC. Ball raised off AUS stick inside circle 

66:17 AUS deep in attack 

65:30 AUS counter attack ends with blocked shot by PAK defender 

65:00 AUS can`t keep possession for any length of time which is causing huge 
problems in defence 

64:27 Creese again stops the PAK equaliser 

64:04 Creese saves with his glove after ball skidded under AUS defender on left post

62:46 Abassi (PAK) again with a chance from a similar position to the one he scored 
from minutes ago. The shot this time was wide

61:18 PAK with two half chances in a row but AUS now in possession

goal

Aziz had a chance from the top of the circle, but 
Creese stopped his full blooded drive 

45:40 AUS strikers` pressure creates a half chance to Iain Davidson, but the ball is 
blocked by a PAK defender

42:53 Good last line tackle by Joel Carroll (PAK) stops Abassi in his tracks as he was 
streaming down the right side of the field towards the circle 

41:26 AUS now able to cut ball off in midfield as both Knowles and Charlesworth work 
hard to trap the ball inside PAK half 

40:52 Nice passing combination by PAK splits AUS defence but Knolwes traps in the 
circle and clears 

40:04 AUS looking more controlled in 2nd half 

39:42 Syed Imran Warsi (PAK) with strong defence stops AUS attack 

38:39 Another raised free hit relieves pressure on PAK 

38:19 AUS free hit in attack 

37:48 Knowles and Charlesworth combine in the midfield to press forward but AUS

15:21 PAK goalkeeper Ahmed Nasir clears just before Colin Hennessy (AUS) arrives 
from Brown`s pass 

14:24 AUS free hit near top of circle 

13:31 Limited chances so far but match opening up as teams settle 

12:52 Ball upfield and Jonathon Charlesworth (AUS) swoops onto Turner`s pass but his 
deflection form the top of the circle slides wide 

12:15 AUS goalkeeper Ben Creese stops a PAK run into the circle. Defensive error by 
AUS gave PAK chance from the left of the circle 

11:22 AUS don`t look as sharp on the ball today and PAK trying to pressure ball carrier 



all over the field 

10:41 Chris Ciriello (AUS) slips as he is about to take the PC. PAK clear. 

09:27 AUS PC. Great work by Kiel Brown (AUS) eventually leads to AUS PC. Brown 
kept up the pressure on PAK defenders and was rewarded after a good run into 
circle 

08:51 AUS now setting up play in PAK defensive third 

08:15 AUS push PAK behind half way line and work hard to stop the avenues through 
the midfield. Force PAK overhead which is easily covered. 

07:30 Intercept by PAK puts them on attack. AUS players all behind the ball inside the 
own half 

06:16 PAK have had more possession and better field position in the opening minutes 

05:22 Glenn Turner (AUS) working hard to keep ball in PAK defensive 25 yard area 

04:19 Mistrap relieves pressure. AUS sweep ball upfield and forces save from PAK 
goalkeeper. 

03:18 PAK PC. Overhead downfield catches AUS defence and PC is awarded 

03:06 Intercept by PAK breaks up a dangerous AUS pass into attack on the left wing 

02:30 PAK probing but AUS defensive structure solid 

01:21 AUS with first chance in possession 

00:53 PAK with the ball deep in AUS territory 

00:15 Play starts with PAK in possession 

00:00 Welcome to the third day of the Rabo Hockey Junior Cup from Rotterdam. This 
match between PAK and AUS will determine which team wins Pool C to gain the 
advantage heading into the next phase of the tournament.
