The ‘STAGGER’

This 10-mile multi-terrain race is now an established event in the race calendar. It offers a scenic course, varied off-road trails with enjoyable sections like Dinosaur Beach, Horsetail Bank, Joan’s Delight, Slop Gully and Step Hill all wrapped up in a friendly atmosphere. Starting and finishing by the bandstand in Mary Stevens Park, the route follows an out and back course to the south west of Stourbridge. All runners are asked to observe and follow directives from the official race marshals (there are no police officers), particularly where road crossings are involved.

The ‘Women’s 6km’

This is a women only race, supporting local charities. The start and finish are in Mary Stevens Park and the run itself is along the course of the first section of the main race. Please note the start time of 10:30 a.m.

The ‘Fun Run’

A fun run is again being staged. Entry fee still only £1.00. It is run, traffic free, entirely within the confines of the park. Ideal for new runners, or partners and/or children of main race competitors. Please note the start time of 10:35 a.m.
Race Numbers, Late Entries, Changing etc.

Collection of numbers, late entries, changing, prizes, refreshments etc. are at Oldswinford Hospital School, 300 metres from the start. 

Late entries are available from 9.00 a.m. to 10.00 a.m. only. Prices on the day are:

Stagger £8.00 & £10.00, Women’s 6km £6.00 & £8.00 and Fun Run £1.00. 

Children

For children not taking part in the Fun Run there is a large play area in Mary Steven’s Park and an enclosed lake with ducks and swans. 

Access

Car – Stourbridge is close to the M5 (junction 4 from the south and junction 3 from the north). Oldswinford Hospital School is 700 metres south of Stourbridge town centre near Oldswinford (B4186 / A491). Parking is available in the school grounds.

Bus – To Stourbridge bus station. Walk to the ring road by the Mercedes Garage, turn left and follow the Hagley Road (A491 direction M5). Continue past estate agents and garages to the black and gold railings of the school on the right. Distance about 600 metres.

Train – To Stourbridge Junction station. Exit to Brook Road (B4186), turn left up hill to traffic lights at Oldswinford; straight on to the school. Distance 700 metres.

Prizes and Awards

Every finisher in the main races will be awarded a race Souvenir. Fun Run finishers will be awarded a Certificate and a Goody Bag for their efforts.

Prizes for the race and age categories will be presented at the school as soon as possible after the race.
