48:36 | With a player overlap on the left as they move break forward with the advantage,
the AUS try to pass to the right through the CHN defence and ball is intercepted.

46:06 | Obstruction called on AUS attackers at top of circle as they attempt a variation
45:44| AUS PC

45:10| Aus missed chance. Emma PATTERSON dives near the left post but can’t get a
touch on the cross

44:08 | AUS continue to dominate play but can't manage to hold ball long enough to put
enough pressure on CHN to force a mistake from their defenders

42:03 | Ball goes astray
41:51| AUS break free in midfield

41:29|Good ball movement by AUS works play into circle but the last pass can't be
controlled as CHN release pressure

39:29| AUS starting 2nd half as they began the match, pressing CHN into errors inside
their own half

37:54| AUS waste possession in attack with raised pass into the circle

37:24|BLYTH's shot from a flat pass across the top of the circle is raised and strikes
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CHN defender. CHN awarded free hit

AUS have ball in good attacking position near the right edge of the circle with a
free hit

CHN takes ball into AUS territory to start 2nd half
HALFTIME: A goal just before half time gives AUS a more comfortable lead

goal was the same the first AUS goal, except she was slightly closer to goal

AUS free hit near right corner post

AUS chance blocked inside the circle by a wall of CHN defenders. Tempo of
match has risen

CHN able to move ball more freely as the gap between defences and the strike
lines increases. Their speed is now coming into their favour

CHN working way into match with more possession in good field position
Play moves from one end to the other as the midfield structures dissolve
Good defence by Jayde TAYLOR (AUS) blocks the PC variation to the left
CHN PC. CHN race up the left and AUS concede PC

BLYTH's pass travels over backline and CHN quick to take possession
AUS work ball forward and eventually win free hit in attack

AUS win possession when CHN dribble ball over backline on the left

Ball is cleared straight to CHN stick and they are quick to send it back into the
circle

Good skills by CHN take ball into circle on left side

Play rarely entering AUS defensive area. AUS able to block most of CHN's
possession as it enters their area

CHN with spare players deep in defence making it hard for AUS strikers to win
possession in space

CHN runner out quickly to block the shot and deflect ball to right sideline
AUS PC

AUS win ball in midfield and stream forward

AUS can't control on left edge of circle and concede ball to CHN

AUS sweep upfield

Hit across goal is cleared after anxious moment for AUS defence

CHN make a mess of the trap but still win hit near top right of circle
CHN PC. Free hit from left side can’t be controlled by AUS

AUS quick to put pressure on CHN defence but ball cleared up left wing
