waited until the last match of the tournament to produce such sparkling form.
Efforts like tonight's earlier in the tournament would have them in contention for a
much higher finish. A great tournament for CHI who finish 10th. They have
received incredible support from the Santiago public and entertained in all of their
match with an adventurous approach

ENG counter and force save from CHI GK at other end

ENG GK keeps her feet and kicks away the CHI shot

CHIPC

CHI counter but can’t find the finishing touch as pass into circle goes astray

Near miss for ENG. HARTLEY raced past her direct opponent and set up
DANSON but she couldn’t get an effective shot on target

HARTLEY (ENG) fires wide after getting space inside the circle on the left to
shoot

CHI gets ball in good position but ENG again set well in defence and make easy
interception

A lot of space in the midfield available, especially for ENG, with HERBERT able
to control play and set up support options

CHI GK forced into action again as HARTLEY threatens to pounce on a loose
ball in the circle

Pass from the right travels over backline and ENG get possession
Good, low defence forces CHI back but they still hold ball

ENG turnover gives CHI an opportunity. Ball on edge of circle
ENG defence easily dispossesses CHI attacker

CHI win long corner on right

ENG Goal. CULLEN smashes a low drive into the right corner
ENG PC. ENG stretch CHI with quick passing around the back before
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penetrating circle and finding foot of CHI defender

Catalina THIERMANN (CHI) clears off her own goal line as ENG continue to
dominate

CULLEN's low flick to the left saved by the stick of the diving CHI GK
ENG PC. Ball hits foot of CHI defender

CHI win possession but ENG pressure forces turnover

ENG pressure forcing CHI into basic errors. ENG press again
ROGERS clears for ENG and they win possession near half way

CHlI free hit on edge of ENG circle. Good defending by ENG to stop the ball
carrier

CHI win ball and counter attack
ENG threaten again with possession deep in CHI territory

Goal

ENG Goal. DANSON received the ball from the right near the top of the circle,
beat her direct opponent and drifted left before smashing a reverse stick high and
to the left of the CHI GK. Another well-taken chance by ENG

CHI GK forced to make save after Rebecca HERBERT (ENG) fires a reverse
stick. ENG on top

Desperate defence by CHI as ENG almost break through with quick movement

Near miss for CHI. Denise INFANTE give space at the top of the circle but her
shot is wide

BALL (ENG) again threatens down the right wing but CHI cover and try to
counter

Ball goes over the backline and CHI take possession
ENG take ball to edge of CHI circle on right after strong run by Ashleigh BALL
2nd half underway

HALF TIME: ENG deservedly with the lead in a high tempo, entertaining match.
CHI dangerous on the counter attack and ENG will need to be aware of the
speed of the CHI strikers in the 2nd half

CULLEN (ENG) blocks the hit and ENG clear to half way
CHI PC

ENG Goal. Excellent finish by Charlotte HARTLEY from strong lead up by Chloe
ROGERS. HARTELY waited for the ball to roll into position from the left before
turning with her back towards goal and shooting off the right post into the net

Ball travels from end to end as both defences forced make crucial interceptions
ENG GK Emily COTTERILL forced off line to stop CRAM

CHI make good trap in circle but can only clear to sideline

Natalie SEYMOUR (ENG) reads the play well and intercepts the CHI attack
ENG oress and take ball to right edge of circle

CHI battling to win control of the ball over half way as ENG press

ENG strikers leading well and presenting options for the defence and midfield
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ENG Goal. Great team goal by ENG. ENG won contested ball in the midfield and
broke free which created space for Hayley BROWN. She took ball into circle from
the left and waited for DANSON to get into perfect position before crossing for
the deflection high into the net. Clinical play by ENG who have steadied and
regained control

Alex DANSON's (ENG) run into the circle from the left ends when CHI get three
players around the ball carrier

Chance for ENG as they split the CHI defence with well-weighted passing down
the left. However Pilar DONOSO arrives and makes a desperate save after the
shot bounces off the CHI GK and looks headed toward goal

CHTI's speed catches ENG and after CRAM's shot from the right was blocked,
Camila INFANTE slaps the ball just over the crossbar from the top of the circle.
CHI with the momentum and confidence

Match opens up. CHI counter and flash cross from right to left across the face of
the ENG goal

Great double save by CHI GK Daniela CRAM from CULLEN's twin strikes. The
second save especially after the ball rebounded off her pads was brilliant

ENG PC. ENG again quick to regain field dominance and take ball into circle and
find foot of CHI defender

CHI Goal. Daniela CRAM sneaks in front of the ENG GK near the penalty spot
and deflects the ball high into the net

CHI PC. Three phases of play down the left from the half way and CHI win PC

CHI chasing the play at this stage as ENG in control. CHI best chances coming
from counter attacks

ENG take ball over sideline and CHI look to release pressure
ENG ball deep inside CHI half on left

CULLEN (ENG) heavily involved in play, setting up ENG's attacking movements
and providing good drive from the back by sweeping in front of the defensive line
and intercepting CHI passes

Pilar DONOSO (CHI) breaks down the right wing but her move is covered by
Charlotte HARTLEY (ENG)

CHI win ball but ENG force defensive turnover
Strong run by Hannah MACLEOD (ENG) takes ball to edge of circle on the left

ENG take ball swiftly upfield and CULLEN follows the play from deep defence
and receives ball at the top of the CHI circle. Her shot is wide of the left post.
Promising sign for ENG

Tackle by Crista CULLEN (ENG) gives ENG ball after bad turnover

ENG have again begun strongly, working hard when not in possession to limit the
CHI options

Early use of the ball for ENG in CHI half

Match underway in the 9th Place Playoff between CHI and ENG. A huge crowd
again in attendance, with spectators packing the venue to see the home team in
action for the last time in the tournament
