PC blocked out but GER don't have time to take ball upfield

KOR PC. KOR PC seconds from full time will guarantee victory

KOR with possession in left corner and in no hurry to move play along
KOR playing ball up GER end of the pitch

GER with let-off as KOR dribble ball over backline when in good attacking
position close to goal

KOR now playing four players in deep defence to limit the GER counter attacking
chances

Space in midfield as GER try to press for equaliser. KOR easily take possession
to edge of circle

KOR intercept and a long ball out of defence gives KOR good field position
KOR in control but turnover gives GER chance
GER becoming increasingly desperate

GER turnovers crucial as they are not holding the ball long enough to put
pressure on KOR

Flick saved by GER GK and GER win free hit
KOR PC

GER with more possession in attacking opportunity but for now, KOR are able to
easily cover

GER move forward quickly but KOR spoil. GER free hit near KOR circle but the
pass goes to KOR stick

KOR open up GER with diagonal overhead from right to left. KOR enter circle but
GER get back to clear

A long KOR overhead is missed by GER allowing KOR in behind. Only a loose
pass gives GER possession

REYNOLDS called into action again as KOR stream forward through Se Na CHA
and Hye LYOUNG. KOR looking like they will break through again at any
moment GER no match for their speed

Flick saved by GER GK and GER clear
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KOR PC. KIM withstands great pressure from GER to earn PC outside of the
circle

KOR Goal. Finally KOR take advantage and score through Bo Mi KIM. in a move
started in their own half, they broke upfield on the right took the ball into the circle
before KIM slapped the ball home from the left. Good team effort by KOR to
break down the GER defence after numerous chances

KOR mis-hit from top of circle is a let-off for GER
Green card Julia MULLER (GER)

Repeat PC. After struggle near the GK, KOR win battle of strength to get another
PC

KOR PC

GER turnover gives KOR chance at the top of the circle but they can’t get an
effective shot away

GER clear and try to work ball upfield

Hit from Kyoung A KIM deflects of GER stick and deflects very close to goal.
KOR have long corner on right

KOR PC

KOR take ball to the fringe of the GER circle on the right, but pass towards goal
is touched by GER and goes over backline

Midfield space opens for KOR but they can’t take advantage and lose control
approaching the circle

KOR turnover gives GER chance at top of circle but pass is wasted and KOR
take control

KOR have again taken control, with quick ball movement not allowing GER time
to set until the ball reaches their danger zone

KOR mis-trap at top of circle and GER clear but only to half way. KOR rebound
back into attack

KOR PC. Another bad error from GER inside own circle

Numbers in defence for GER allows them to win possession after KOR looked
dangerous

KOR make an error on the PC and GER clear upfield

KOR PC. GER couldn’t control loose ball and concede weak PC
KOR race ball to top of own GER circle

KOR GK clears from in front of goal and KOR counter

GER work ball in KOR territory to start 2nd half

HALF TIME: Excellent GER defence keeping them in the match. KOR have
dictated play in the first half but need more productivity from their strikers

GER GK REYNOLDS swats away a weak reverse stick shot from Bo Mi KIM

GER defence remains very strong and doesn’t panic as KOR enter their circle
and almost fire a shot at goal

Loose pass into circle allow KOR to clear but GER force turnover and win long
corner on left

GER with possession inside KOR half with a chance to set up attack
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Nina HASSELMANN (GER) takes front position and clears
KOR take ball to edge of GER circle and win free hit

GER defence now working well as a unit to shut down the KOR ball carrier
outside their defensive circle

GER unable to keep the ball in KOR half. KOR meeting little resistance in taking
possession in GER territory

A long overhead gives GER ball on edge of KOR circle but again KOR win
possession and counter

Good last line tackle by GER stop KOR charge down the inside left channel
GER finally win ball near half way but KOR cause turnover and counter attack

GER GK with good save with her left pad after reverse stick shot by Tae Jeong
HAN

GER haven't had controlled possession in KOR half for last 10 minutes
GER again strong under pressure with a good tackle on KOR attacker
KOR free hit on edge of circle to the right

The last line of the GER defence is so far remaining intact. A number of tackles
have been required inside their own circle as KOR have little trouble taking the
ball into their scoring zone

GER under intense pressure as KOR continue to press using the full width of the
pitch

Ball lifts off GER stick inside the circle and KOR tap ball towards goal but
REYNOLDS in the GER net is alert and clears to sideline

GER clear again from their own circle but KOR win ball deep in attack

KOR work ball slowly upfield down the left wing and are now on the brink of the
circle

The GER coach has emptied his interchange bench with all five players waiting
to come on at the same time

GER back in numbers to stop KOR but are being forced to throw overheads to
release pressure

KOR getting first stick to the loose ball and winning most of the contested
possession

Free hit travels into the goal without being touched. GER win ball but turn it over
near half way. KOR with more possession

KOR free hit on top of GER circle

Speed of KOR midfielder closing down the GER options before they have a
chance to gain momentum moving forward

GER force turnover and take control in KOR half, but KOR sweeper intercepts
loose ball and KOR transfer from left to right around the back

A very open midfield but KOR causing GER turnovers to win possession when
under threat

RYENOLDS again forced to make two good saves after KOR entered the circle
from the left. GER caught out again in defence

KOR win ball and clear with an overhead down the sideline
GER win free hit deep in KOR half on the right
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KOR showing how potent they are on the counter attack from their own half with
that last play

GER GK Kristina REY forced to make great stick save after KOR split GER with
speed through the midfield from Se Na CHA

GER have begun strongly, threatening the KOR goal on three occasions already.
They look confident

Deflection from Pia EIDMANN on the right post goes just wide of the left post
GER PC. Shot from GER gets stuck under KOR GK Jin Kyung OH
KOR struggling to deal with the GER press

Near miss for GER. Ball from the left was crossed bt two GER strikers couldn’t
direct their shot on target

GER clear an early KOR attack deep in to their half
