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annual event, while IND will not be participating in next year's edition.
And almost the equalizer for IND but AHMED saves.

SINGH deflects a ball across past AHMED.

A shot across is intercepted by CHETRI but Rehan BUTT is there to hit in
the ball from shoulderheight.

Another flick from SAQLAIN but CHETRI saves again.

SAQLAIN s flick is saved but a second PC is given.

PC for PAK.

KHAN takes a shot on goal from the right but CHETRI deflects it wide.

The defense has chased down the ball and Sandeep SINGH "s flick is
deflected high and wide.

PC for IND.

The stands erupt in loud cheers as Kanwal Preet SINGH s hit has the ball

in the net but since it was a hit ball that was higher than the board, and
umpire ADELL decides on no goal.

PC for IND.

PS for PAK as a reverse stick shot hits an IND defender’ s foot behind the
goalkeeper. SAQLAIN sinks a flick into the right side of the net.

The match is now even not only in the result, but also out on the field
where now both teams are active and have chances.

A pass back from ABBASI finds ALI at the top of the circle and a hard hit
to the bottom left corner of the goal gives PAK the equalizer.

End of the first half. IMRAN s flick is deflected just high and over the
crossbar. At first, umpire ADELL signals for a third PC but after
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consultation with his colleague GENTLES, no PC is awarded.
IMRAN s flick is stopped by the defense but a second PC is given.
PC for PAK.

A flick just under the crossbar from IMRAN gives Pakistan their first goal.
PC for PAK.

A hard shot from the right from TIRKEY but AHMED just manages to
deflect it wide.

A reverse stick shot from the far left from TIRKEY but the ball ends up
hitting the outside of the net.

Time is stopped for PILLAI who has been hit on the right shin with a stick.
He has to leave the field.

PAK have now gotten into the game much better but are still much less
dangerous than their IND counterparts.

Another good opportunity for IND with a long ball across into the circle
from HALAPPA for SINCLAIR but he slips and cannot reach the ball.

A first opportunity for PAK but AZIZ" ball across and back finds no taker.
Seconds later, there is a first shot on goal but CHETRI easily saves.

SINGH taps in a high ball, leaving AHMED without a chance.

PAK has not yet had a shot on goal and are finding it difficult to so much
as penetrate the IND half of the field.

And another attempt with a reverse stick shot from a narrow angle from
KHANDEKAR but Nasir AHMED wards it off and clears to his left.

Another shot on goal from IND from Gagan Ajit SINGH, coming into the
circle on the left but his powerful shot hits the goal s outside.

IND play rather aggressively in these first few minutes of the match. They
seem to be far more determined to avoid relegation than PAK so far.

SINGH s low ball is deflected by a defender but still ends up in the goal.
PC for IND.

The final day of the 2005 Sahara Champions Challenge starts off with the
battle against relegation between hosts IND and neighbors PAK. The
defeated team of this game will not be participating in next year's
Champions Trophy tournament to be held in Terrassa in Spain in July.
