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Zealand. CHN showed some nice skills but posed no serious threat to
the Kiwis at any point.

After a few bad attempts, LIU deflects a wide shot into the goal from
the far right, leaving WOOLFORD without a chance.

Another CHN shot on goal is warded off by WOOLFORD. CHN may
not have been a match for NZL today, but it is largely thans to
WOOLFORD that they have not scored one goal.

BURROWS runs down the right, then across along the back line with
the ball, then decides to go for the reverse stick shot from a very
narrow angle. The ball hits the outside of the goal.

A good opportunity for Yu Bo NA with a low shot from the top of the
circle but once again, the CHN are denied by WOOLFORD.

To the audible excitement of the public, CHN have one of their rare
opportunities as DE takes a shot from the right but it is warded off
by WOOLFORD without much effort.

Another attempt from the Kiwis with MCALEESE coming into the
circle from the right but his low shot goes wide.

The ball is laid off to the left under SHAW for McALEESE who
launches a good flick towards the right post but SU defends well,
deflecting the ball wide.

PC for NZL.
CHN have their first shot on goal in the second half but WOOLFORD
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saves.

COLLIER nciely takes the ball off a CHN defender near the circle and
passes it across but COLLINS™ shot goes wrong and a weak ball is
defended easily by SU.

But it is still the Kiwis who get the scoring opportunities: a ball from
the midfield through the middle is brilliantly deflected off to the left
by BURROWS for CHILD who finds himself alone in the circle but a
low hit across hits the outside of the goal only.

CHN have regained some confidence during the break it seems and
now play more aggressively than they have towards the end of the
first half.

Half time. CHN have been performing well but are no match to the
clearly superior Kiwis. While the CHN have had a handful of
opportunities to score, the score rather accurately reflects the first
35 minutes.

STEPHENSON s shot from the right leaves goalkeeper SU not looking
very good as he steps forward to be bypassed with a low shot.

A nice pass from HOPPING in midfield into the middle of the circle for
CHILD coming in from the left but the CHN goalkeeper gets there
first.

A shot from the right gives BURROWS his second goal of the day and
the Kiwis a three goal lead.

After brief deliberation with his colleague, PRASAD reverses his
decision and the goal is given.

Young Kiwi striker CHILD has deflected a ball across into the net but
umpire PRASAD signals no goal.

Another flick from SHAW, the ball is again deflected wide.
PC for NZL.

Great ball diagonally across from HOPPING for SMITH near the circle.
SMITH takes it in and shoots from the right but the shot goes wide.

CHN is on the attack again, led by team captain Yi SONG down the
right side but the NZL defense remains solid.

SONG "s excellent flick hits the right post, the rebound is defended
by WOOLFORD.

PC for CHN.

A dynamic game so far sees the Chinese hosts confident against the
much higher ranked Kiwis. They have been able to create two
scoring opportunities which were evnetually denied by the NZL
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defense but the match is open.
Hayden SHAW s flick is deflected wide.
PC for NZL.

An amazing goal from BURROWS who after a long run down the left
side of the field outruns goalkeeper SU and whips the ball in with one
hand.
