49" Ball is played high in the ENG circle and ENG take over possession

48" GER back on attack

46" GER back on attack Tina BACHMANN slips while attempting a shot, but GER retain



possession
45" ENG back quickly on teh counterattack but GER is back to defend
44' GER again with possession on the ENG end

** Goal: Maike STOECKEL **

43" Goal GER: Maike STOECKEL knocks in the pass from Fanny RINNE off the right post
on the variation to cut the ENG lead to 2-1

43" PC GER after a foot call in the ENG circle
42" Anke KUEHN's shot is saved but GER awarded a new PC
41" GER outside the ENG circle but lose the ball over the endline

40" GER opening it up with some longer passes in hopes of springing forward Kerstin
HOYER on a breakaway

38" Chloe ROGERS with a nice run into the GER circle, but her pass on the right post is
smothered by GER keeper Yvonne FRANK

37" ENG on the run but the ball is tackled away from Joanne ELLIS at the top of the GER
circle

36" Second half underway

35" End of the first half. Frustrating half for GER who had the majority of scoring
opportunities. ENG able to make the most of its chances with a 2-0 halftime lead.

35" ENG back quickly on attack. Lisa WOODING blasts a shot from high in the circle and
Rachel WALKER deflects it in as time expires in the first half.

34" GER quickly back on attack. Silke MUELLER's shot from the top of the circle goes
just wide right of the ENG goal

33" ENG back on attack but turn the ball back over to GER.
32" ENG setting up on the GER end but taken away by GER

30" Natascha KELLER settles and shoots off the rebound, but her shot is also saved by
ROBERTS

30" GER Britta VON LIVONIUS drives to the post but the shot is blocked by ENG keeper
Katy ROBERTS.

28" GER with another chance on a counter attack but Kerstin HOYER loses the ball over
the endline

26" GER working the ball back down to the ENG end. Maike STOECKEL with a breakaway
into the ENG circle but her shot attempt is blocked by a trio of ENG defenders

25" Some fast action in the ENG circle with ENG unable to clear. Mandy HAAS shot goes
over the cage and ENG take possession

23" ENG attacking in the GER circle, but cleared away by GER

21" ENG still with possession deep on the GER side

19" Lucilla WRIGHT's PC shot off the variation is saved by FRANK. WRIGHT gets off
another shot off the rebound and it is likewise saved

19" ENG PC after Alex DANSON is fouled driving in to the GER circle

** Goal: Chloe ROGERS **

15" Chloe ROGERS with some nice dribbling through the GER defense, takes the ball into
the left side of the circle and blasts a shot from high in the circle past GER keeper
Yvonne FRANK

13" GER Maike STOECKEL takes the ball into the circle along the ENG endline, but her
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shot in from to the goal is stuffed by the pads of ENG keeper Katy ROBERTS

ENG playing tight defense at midfield, giving GER attackers very little room to
operate

GER back on attack but Anke KUEHN shot misses wide

GER back on attack but after a drive into the circle by Silke MUELLER, lose the ball
over the end line

ENG finally setting up outside GER circle, but the free hit is knocked over the
sideline by GER

ENG yet to have a controlled possession on the GER end

Natascha KELLER with a run into the circle but she can't get off a shot after tight
defense by Kate WALSH

More action in front of the ENG cage, but the ball is cleared by ENG

GER with a chance. After good defense by Maike STOECKEL, she tackles the ball
away but is unable to get to a break-away pass in the ENG circle

GER with the majority of possessions early in the game

Natascha KELLER rolls the ball off her foot in the ENG circle and ENG takes
possession

ENG takes over possession deep on their own end but give it back to GER

PC variation gives Fanny RINNE a chance to create, but she cannot get a shot off
GER with a hit into the circle. It hits an ENG foot and a PC is awarded

GER with the early possession on teh ENG end, but the ball goes over the endline
Match underway. ENG in white and red, GER in black
