Corrections and Clarifications to the COP:
Article 4.1: The chapter “Jury of Appeal” is now inserted in the FIG Technical Regulation

Article 4.3.3: Functions of the Assistants
Line judges on Floor and Vault determine stepping outside the border marking
Add: “and acknowledge the fault by raising a flag.”

5.3.4: Indirect Connection
Add: “Gymnast may receive direct or indirect connection to the benefit of the gymnast”

Article 5.5: Recognition of New Vaults and Elements
Add: The element must be successfully performed (without a fall).

Article 7: Considerations for Yang-Bo leap:
Evaluation
Add: if there is no over-split: credit 1 DV lower (and deduction for insufficient split if necessary)

** A dance passage consists of 2 or more different leaps or hops (from the Code)
connected directly or indirectly (with running steps, small leaps, hops, chassé, chainé
turns). The object is to create a flowing large traveling movement pattern.
No jumps or turns are permitted because they are stationary. Chainé turns (%2 turns on two
feet) are allowed because they are considered traveling steps.

4. Questions (Q) and Answers (A):

Article 1

Where must the “additional 10 cm soft mat on top of the existing basic landing mats (20
cm) for dismounts on Vault, Bars and Beam” be placed?

The mat must be placed where the dismount occurs, otherwise a deduction of 0.50P will be
taken. If the mount and dismount occur at the same end, the board may be placed on top
of this mat.

Are stretched jumps or hops with turns considered the same elements?

Yes, with landing on one or both feet, or in prone position (FX)

Wolf jumps or hops with/without turns are considered the same elements, with
landing on one or both feet, or in prone position (FX)

Tuck jumps or hops with turns are considered the same elements, with
landing on one or both feet, or in prone position (FX)

Tour jeté leap: What is the acceptable leg position - diagonal or horizontal?
Either option. The element is not considered different if the landing is on one or two feet

What are DV?

“The DV are elements from the Table of Elements in the Code of Points which are open
ended and may be expanded as needed.” The element must conform to the text
description to be recognized. Some lower elements have been removed from the Code to
be inserted in the FIG Age Group Program. Those elements will not receive any DV at the
FIG competitions but will be evaluated by the B- Panel for execution faults.

When do you use “chronological order” in the calculation of the exercise?
Only in the recognition of the CV and the repetition of elements; it is not used in the
calculation of the DV and the EGR.
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Q: Does an element have to appear in the Code to fulfill the compositional or EGR?
A All requirements must be fulfilled by an element from the Code, except for the compositional
requirement of a movement close to the beam/floor.

Q: When is an element devalued and when is it recognized as another element?
A Devalued - If an element cannot be recognized as a preceding (or other) element in the
Code, it then becomes a devalued element (i.e. no other description possible in the Code.)
e Ex: switch ring leap with front leg below horizontal.
As no preceding (or other) element can be recognized in the Code, therefore, this
element is devalued one level.
If performed a 2" time in the same exercise, no DV should be rewarded

Article 6

Description of “Dynamic”
e Energy maintained throughout the exercise creating an impression of ease of execution.
e To make the “very difficult” look effortless
e Lightness via strong extension, speed and quickness of achieving ultimate positions.

Landing faults:
Use of body posture faults: chest/ shoulders
e Shoulders level with knee or below — 0.30
e Shoulders slightly above knees — 0.10
Use of body posture faults: squat but not deep
e Bottom (buttocks) level with knees — 0.30
e Bottom (buttocks) slightly above knees — 0.10

Q: Incorrect working order during Competition | and IV: are the deductions taken once or each
time?
Ex: 1-2-3-4-5andcompete 2-4-5-3-1

A: One time from the team results on the apparatus where it occurs.

Q: Are there deductions for the non-participation of a Coach in the Award Ceremony?

A: No, only for the non-participation of a gymnast.

Q: When is the deduction taken for “Incorrect advertising” in C I, Il, IV?

A One time where it first occurs. For C-1ll on each apparatus

Article 7

Element recognition:
If an element is recognized as preceding A - element, but is not in the Code (it is in the FIG Age
Group Program catalog instead) then no DV should be awarded.

Ex: UB Clear hip circle, passed vertical and finish below horizontal — No DV as this element is in
the FIG Age Group Program catalog and not in the Code

Ex: UB Stalder bwd, passed vertical and finish below horizontal - A value will be awarded because
the element is in the Code (# 4.104).

Ex: BB If a Split leap 1/1 turn is slightly incomplete and more than 45° of split are missing: No DV
Straight jump with ¥ turn is not an element in the Code, but in the FIG Age Group Program
catalog.

Landing from saltos with twists

Q: Should a judge devalue the double salto backward with 1/1 turn if the turn is not
completed?
A The principle of devaluation should not be applied for Double saltos with turns.

Leaps, Jumps and Hops with 180° Leg Separation

For missing degrees of leg separation (insufficient split): The 180° split will be recognized and
value awarded up to 135°. When more than 45° are missing, the judge must then look for another
element in the Code.

Ex:  Split leap or jump: the element receives no DV if more than 45° are missing, as it becomes
a straight jump.

Q: What is the technique of the stag split leap #2.101-BB and #1.101-FX?

A This leap must show a split position before landing. The stag position should extend to a
split position. It may fulfill EGR. Stag split leap and split leap are the same elements, only
the technique is different.

There is no stag jump or double stag leap in the Codj_of Points.

What is the correct position for the side split jump? "~

The legs must be parallel to the floor in a side split position with no piking of the hips. If the
legs are below horizontal, deductions are taken for insufficient split (0.10P/0.30P).
Deductions are also taken for incorrect leg position, i.e. if not equally split and/or parallel to
the floor.

What is the correct position for a Straddle Pike Leap or jump? AN /g/_\
Hips should be piked and legs at horizontal. If the legs are below horizontal

deductions are taken for incorrect body posture (0.10P/0.30P) Deductions are also taken

for incorrect legs position if the legs are not parallel to the floor.

If a gymnast performs a Johnson leap with % turn, will this be considered a Split leap with
180° turn?

No, it would be a Johnson leap. The additional ¥4 turn does not change the DV of the
element

Q

What is the turn technique for the switch leap with % turn?
It must show a cross split, otherwise the “Johnson” leap will be credited.

Yang-Bo: what happens in case an over-split position is performed but the legs are not
parallel to the floor (front leg below horizontal)

1 DV lower, but no deduction are taken for uneven legs position (the same principle applies
for switch split leap into ring and split leap into ring).

It becomes a Tour jeté leap with landing on two feet. It does not become a split leap % turn
because the technique for the %% turn is different.

How is a Split leap 1/1 turn considered when it is slightly incomplete and more than 45° of
split are missing?
It becomes a straight jump with % turn (not an element in the Code) with therefore no DV.

Are the 1/1 turn performed in different directions (in and out) different or similar elements
They are the same elements
Example: BB # 3.101 turn in “in” direction and in “out” direction

Change leg leap into ring: if the first leg swing is less than 45° it then becomes a split leap
into ring. If, in addition, the front leg in the split is not at horizontal and /or the back leg is
straight, does it become then a 1DV lower element?

Yes 1 DV lower

How long must the leg position be maintained in a turn with the leg at horizontal (or 45°) to
receive DV?
It must be maintained throughout the turn.

Should deductions be taken for insufficient split position in turns 2.303 (FX) and 3.304
(BB)?
Yes

What happens if the free leg drops too early in the turns 2.303 (FX) and 3.304 (BB)?

1 DV lower (condition: the free leg must complete at least %2 turn on BB and 1/1 turn on
FX, in split position, otherwise it will be recognized as the same element as # 3.101 on BB
and 2.201 on FX).

Split leap 1/1 — (performed like a Tour jeté with ¥2 or more turns): what is the acceptable leg
position- diagonal or horizontal?
Either option

A switch ring with no head release is devalued to a switch leap - would deductions also be
taken for a bent leg?

No, since the intention is to show a “ring” and the penalty should not be taken twice (it may
then be considered as chorographical part performed nicely).

Are Wolf jump/hop and wolf jump with leg change different elements?
Yes

Are 5.417 Aerial fwd and aerial sideward considered the same element?
No. They are different elements, same as walkover fwd and cartwheel. They are from
different families.

What is the deduction if the safety collar is placed in the wrong position for round-off entry
vaults?

The Vault is “0” when the safety collar is “reversed” or is not close to the springboard.

(a warning to the Coach is permitted).

Warm-up Vault: In C-I, if the gymnast wishes to qualify for C-11l, may she have 3 attempts?
Yes.

The gymnast is in the list of qualifiers for C-III.

1% attempt — No Vault (without touching, etc.)

2" attempt — No Vault (without touching, etc.)

3" attempt — Vault performed

Does this score count for Team and/or All-Around Total?

The gymnast should not be allowed to perform a 3™ attempt as she must first perform a
vault for C-I and then for C-IIl. In this case, the gymnast performs the maximum of 2
attempts without receiving any score. For Team/All-Around Total the score is thus “0".

Is it possible to have some distance markings on the landing mat to better apply the length
deductions.

Depending upon where the hands contact the table, the actual landing position may still be
sufficient. Adding lines to the mat will not allow a judge to determine the actual flight. A
gymnast who places her hands near the front end of table and lands close to the table may
go further than another gymnast whose hands land on the back end and lands further away
from the table. The judge must look at the trajectory of the vault; not just at what point on
the mat the gymnast lands.

Is there a deduction for landing inside the corridor, but still a deviation from straight?

The line judge takes the deduction if the first contact with the mat is outside the corridor; if
the gymnast lands within the corridor, no deduction is taken by the line judge.

If the gymnast lands close to a corridor line by taking a step sideways, the B panel deducts
0.10P for deviation from the straight direction and 0.10P for the step (same as for the other
apparatus).

If the gymnast lands within the corridor but not in the center and does not take a step to the
side, the judge may look for a deduction in the repulsion phase for early turn or for not
passing through the vertical.

UNEVEN BARS:

Q: What is the value of cast to handstand with hop change grip?

A: Hop grips do not change the value of the elements: they maintain the same value.

Q: Do the handgrips have to be of flesh color?

A No.

EGR:

Q: Can the element 1.103 [£ be used for EGR of flight on the same bar?

A: Yes

Q: Can Element 5.102 be used for EGR # 4 Close bar elements (groups 2, 4 or 5)? @

A: Yes. It should be Sole circle in pike position. If the knees are bent, the judge then
deducts 0.10P/0.30P/0.50P for bent legs

A: Straddle Sole circle and Pike Sole circle are the same elements.

Composition:

Q: Does a pike sole circle to grip change to hang on HB receive a 0.10P composition
deduction

A: Yes — this is a Bar change “without performing an element.”

Q: What constitutes the 2 different grips required?

A: “Forward, reverse, or L grip” are listed in the Code of Points. Including mixed-L grip.

Can 3.402 Giant hop 1/1 be used to fulfill the Compositional Requirement of “Non flight LA
turn”
Yes.

Can elements 3.208 or 5.308 fulfill the compositional requirement of a non-flight element
with 360° LA turn?
Yes, the 360° LA turn does not need to be performed in handstand.

Can the mount or dismount meet the Compositional requirement of “Missing non-flight
element with 360° turn? Ex. 1.509 (round-off flic-flac with 1/1).
Mounts and dismounts may not be used to meet this requirement.

Can 3.203 (giant half + half) fulfill the compositional requirement of a non-flight element with
360° LA turn?
Yes

What if # 3.101 is completed below horizontal? \/ﬁ
No DV is awarded and 0.30P for an empty swing. If at or above horizontal “A” skill is
awarded with the appropriate deductions of 0.10P/0.30P

#2.201 q What if the cast with ¥ turn (which does not pass through vertical) is below
10°?
The judge must apply the swings principle of devaluation and deductions

What is the value if the gymnast performs mount #1.410 (Jump to handstand) and does not
reach the handstand within 10°?

The element must be within 10° or No DV is awarded (similar to cast to handstand but no
deductions for the angle of completion).

Does Giant backward with 1% turn performed with ¥ turn in one direction and 1/1 in the
opposite direction have the same value as continuing the turn in the same direction?
Yes.

Is the /V“ “Bi” element (#3.513) with initiation of the turn after handstand the same
elementas  Af 3.413?

Yes, and it receives DV once as 3.413 (Karpenko).

If 3.413 (Karpenko) element and devalued [V 3.513 (Bi) element are performed in the
same connection, is a CV then awarded?

A 0.10P for CV of (D+D) is awarded but the DV is recognized only once as these elements
are considered the same.
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What is the value of 3.513 /yTif the element does not pass through the vertical and is
completed at 20° before handstand?

1DV lower. The judge must apply the swings principle. It is recognized as a “swing element”
(different family) with no deduction for the angle of completion. If a 3.513 (the element does
pass through the vertical) is performed in the exercise, then both elements receive a DV
(rationale: the 1% element is from the “Swing family” and the 2" element is from the Circle
family). D+E +0.10

Q: Is a Giant forward with straddled legs permitted?

A Yes, it has the same value and is the same element as Giant with legs together.
Dismount 6.405 and 6.605: S Does a judge give 1 DV lower or recognize these
as other elements if some degrees are missing?
Always recognize an element and apply the appropriate deductions. The principle of
devaluation should not be applied for Double saltos with turns.

Q: After a fall, when does the judging resume?

A: As soon as the gymnast performs the first element. No deductions are taken for the way the
gymnast returns to the bar.

Q: What is a Momentary hang before a fall?

A: When the gymnast actually grabs the bar for a period of time and then falls.

Connection Value

Q: Will Shaposhnikova (2.406 D) followed by an Uprise to initiate a Stalder or Clear hip to
handstand with ¥z turn (C) be considered a direct connection in order to receive 0.20P CV
for D (flight on same bar or from LB to HB) + C/D with flight or turn on HB?

A Yes

Specific Execution Deductions

Q: How is the “Adjusted Grip” concept applied?

A: When the gymnast shifts one or both hands over sideways on the bar to readjust the
placement of the body. It is applied per occurrence and not per hand movement.

Is there a maximum deduction associated with “Technical virtuosity”?

Example: can a routine with a fall receive technical virtuosity?

Yes. There is no association with maximum deduction. Technical virtuosity is deducted
once for the entire exercise (and not for every single element)

Clarification: “Legs split before arrival in handstand”
Elements performed with legs split before arrival in handstand - deduct 0.30P

If in the attempt to cast to handstand, the gymnast splits the legs so that one leg finishes in vertical
alignment with the body, and the other leg hangs down, the lower leg determines the angle of the
cast (and the appropriate deductions should be applied).
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Q: Does glide % turn glide on LB receive a deduction for empty swing?

A No, because it is not a stretched hanging swing but a variation of a glide element. If
performed on the HB, it is then considered an empty swing (if below horizontal) as it is a
hanging swing.

Q: Is the deduction for Intermediate swing in the same place taken each time or only once?
A: Once only.

BALANCE BEAM:

Q: If a split leap is deducted for insufficient split and there is no other180° split leap/jump in the
exercise, does the gymnast then loose the EGR?

A: If a deduction for insufficient split is taken, then the EGR is awarded. If the element is

devalued for lack of split (i.e. the split leap is not awarded) then the EGR is not awarded but
no deductions for insufficient split is taken.

Q: Must EGR #3 Acro Fwd/Swd and #4 Acro bwd be flight elements?
A All acro elements may fulfill EGR #3, #4. Jump, press, swing to handstand and rolls
cannot fulfill EGR. Hold elements with flight may fulfill EGR.

Composition

Q: “Missing acro series, min. of 2 elements 1 being a salto”. Does a back walkover, back salto
meet this requirement or do both elements have to have flight?

Back walkover, back salto meet the requirement.

Can the Tic-toc be used in the acro series for composition?
Yes.

A gymnast performs a back handspring, falls, then remounts and immediately performs a
back handspring layout step out. Can this series be recognized for the Acro series
requirement?

No. An element performed a second time may not be used for composition, as it does not
receive the DV

Can a mount be a part of the acro series (composition), or must both elements be
performed on the BB?
Both elements must be performed on the BB

Is a Yaturn + Y4 turn the same as Y% turn on 2 feet for compositional deduction?
Ya turn + ¥ turn will not receive the compositional deduction for %2 turn on 2 feet.

Element recognition:

Q: When are elements with /without turns in handstand credited?

A: They must start from legs or clear support and must be finished on foot/feet, in support, or
free support, otherwise no difficulty value is awarded.
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Q: Can the illusion turn (# 3.205 on BB) be performed with a brief touch of the beam with
one hand?

A: Yes

Clarification Rule Flic-flac 360°: If both hands in side position = 1 DV lower.

Q: Is it then a devalued flic-flac 360° = C or is it an Omelianchik 3/4 (not held 2 sec.) = C?

A: Both the flic-flac with 1/1 turn and the “Omelianchik” must be devalued to "C". There is no

element which precedes these two elements.

Q: Does it become a flic-flac with %2 turn “C"?
A: No. The technique for flic-flac with ¥ turn is different as the turn happens after the hand
support.

It can be considered either as a 2/1 turn (2.201) with optional leg position, or a 360° turn
with leg at horizontal (2.202). If both turns are in one exercise, two DVs can be awarded, in
favor of the gymnast.
